A.
Meeting called to order:  by Chairman Miller at 6:09 p.m.


B.
Roll Call:  Chairman Miller, Trustee Hullinger, Trustee Tiel and Trustee Potter were present.   
Chairman Miller entertained a motion to go into Executive Session at 6:09 p.m. for the purpose authorized in Section 67-2345 (1) (a) Idaho Code, to consider hiring a public officer, employee, staff member or individual agent, wherein the respective qualities of individuals are to be evaluated in order to fill a particular vacancy or need; Section 67-2345 (1) (b) Idaho Code, to consider the evaluation, dismissal or disciplining of, or to hear complaints or charges brought against, a public officer, employee, staff member or individual agent, or public school student; and Section 67-2345 (1) (f) Idaho Code, to communicate with legal counsel for the public agency to discuss the legal ramifications of and legal options for pending litigation, or controversies not yet being litigated but imminently likely to be litigated.

Trustee Potter  moved and Trustee Tiel seconded the motion to go into executive session.  Roll call vote:  Chairman Miller – aye; Trustee Hullinger – aye; Trustee Tiel – aye; Trustee Potter – aye.
Executive Session
Trustee Potter moved and Trustee Hullinger seconded the motion to go into public session at 7:14 p.m.  Motion passed 3-0.

Approval of Agenda:  Trustee Potter moved and Trustee Tiel seconded the motion to approve the agenda.  Motion passed 3-0.
CONTINUTING SCHOOL BUSINESS

A.
HOS Report:  HOS Rogien presented the HOS report, see attached.  HOS Rogien thanked the marketing committee for their efforts.  Lisa Szentes stated they are getting questions from parents and the committee plans to have HOS Rogien address the questions weekly.  Lisa Szentes presented the marketing committee report, see attached.

BOARD BUSINESS


A.
Finance Committee Report:  Trustee Hullinger presented the Finance Committee report, see attached.  The budget timeline that was approved at the March meeting needs to be revised.  Item #5 is complete.  HOS Rogien stated that everything will be done next week for the meeting on 5-31-12.  George Coburn stated that activities from #5 to #11 need to be condensed.  June 4th is a set date to get the budget to the Statesman.  Trustee Hullinger moved and Trustee Tiel seconded the motion to approve the amended budget timeline, with #15 date to be 6-06-12 and #16 date to be 6-07-12.  Motion passed 3-0.
Trustee Hullinger stated that the Finance Committee is recommending the contracts in the consent agenda be approved.  HOS Rogien was to contact SDE to see if help was available for ISEE reporting.  That has not been done yet.  Chairman Miller requested that HOS Rogien or Mr. Coburn contact SDE on Friday.


B.
Financial Report:  Mr. Coburn presented the financial report for April 2012, the check registers and the Athletic Fund Performance reports.  Trustee Hullinger moved and Trustee Potter seconded the motion to approve the April financial reports, including the March and April check registers and the AD performance report.  Motion passed 3-0.


C.
Planning 2012-2013:  Mr. Coburn stated that administration is still on the first pass of the budget.  Chairman Miller stated that there is a meeting next Thursday for the second pass of the budget and the preliminary final budget should be reviewed by the board on June 6th.  HOS Rogien stated part of the reason it has taken so long is because HOS Rogien, Ms. Adams and Ms. Noble have gone back through the charter to reconcile the course offerings in an attempt to be more consistent with the charter.  They are prepared for next week and will be ready.  Mr. Coburn stated the budget scrubbing still needs to be done, there are no active members of the BIT team yet. 


D.
Policy Committee Report:  Trustee Tiel stated there are several policies up for the second reading.  Revised and adopted dates need to be added to the 700 policies.  Policy #401.10 “All contracts shall be in writing and signed by the head of school or designee as outlined in Idaho Code” should be changed to “All contracts shall be in writing and signed by the Chairman of the Board or designee as outlined in Idaho Code.” Trustee Tiel moved and Trustee Potter seconded the motion to approve the amended policies.  Motion passed 3-0.  HOS Rogien thanked the Policy Committee for their work, Jana McCarthy is retiring; the Board would like to do something for Ms. McCarthy to express their appreciation.

Fundraising Committee Report:  Trustee Russell and Carmen Escalara were not in attendance.  HOS Rogien stated that Ms. Escalara applied for a Micron grant this week and she is working on other grants.

F.
Board Background Checks:  Chairman Miller reminded the Board to get their background checks completed.

PTO Report:  The Board thanked Kirsten for all of her work on the PTO.
